If you've ever picked up a pine cone or a rock aredl to have a
conversation with it, it doesn’t have much to sagslit?
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And so something happens to the facts.

And what happens is this, it's that we take thésfand then we're
going to slot the facts (it's a filing system ifiydike), we’ll slot
whatever facts we find, into, our prevailing woviéw.

And you can't believe both world views at the samee, did you
realize that?

Logic wont allow it.

| will say this though, about the facts, we carl ted factsthe
evidenceand actually | believe that we will find (I usesllie a lawyer,
we used to deal with evidence quite a lot) you finkl that the
evidence actually fits the correct world view, likglove fits on your
hand, fits pretty well

doesn’t it?

And so he started to say this and write abouttihengeological
magazines and stuff.

And conventional, evolutionary based geology, tlsy ridiculed this
idea and ridiculed Harland Bretts as well.

That was, until he was in his nineties, he’d gabécan old man at this
stage and at that stage the evidence was so cleaetyone, that, he
was awarded, the highest geological award in tageStalled the
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Penrose Medal for the work he had done in proviag the
canyons were carved out catastrophically and vergkdy.

He actually said “Oh well, it's not much use to nmv, all my
enemies are dead, I've got no one left to gloat!dve

But it’s pretty useful for us because you know wihahows us is that
evolution was quite wrong.

It wasn’t a little bit of water and a lot of timene of the flagship
proofs for all the millions of years is it was aally the opposite.

If you want to know about the past, what you adyua¢ed is an eye
witness, that's what we rely upon in the law coistst it?

Do we have an
eye witness abou
the past?

Well actually yes
we do.

You can see we can trace home some of these prsloleectly to the
wrong world view that they’ve been given.

| want to say to, that evolution can have a devasf&ffect on
Christians, because none of us have plateaueafefasid sound just
sitting on a shelf waiting for the Lord to take us.

It doesn’t work that way.

In your faith
you’re going to be
either spiraling up
in your faith, or
you will be slowly
spiraling down.

back burner and

you may still call yourself a Christian and yougeing through the
motions but actually in your heart of hearts yowrlal view has
changed, you no longer believe in six days, yolonger believe you
can trust Genesis- that’s just stories- | knowtth#h is actually
millions of years.
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Hey that means you’ve just crumbled the foundatibyour
faith as you can see in that illustration.

Once Genesis goes it's not long before that samé sfpdisbelief
starts to affect the rest of your faith.

Churches go down this track.

What we call liberal churches all started rejecivitat the bible said
iIn Genesis not long before they start to rejecttvima bible says God
did in the New Testament.

Why do they do that?

Well you see scientists have shown us that youtcasit Genesis, by
the same token scientists, evolutionary based sstigmvill also say
that a dead man cant rise from the dead.

If you’re going to be consistent, if

you're going to reject Genesis then to

He came to Billy Graham and he said “Billy you ddrelieve in six
days, six thousand years. Geologists tell us mitbok that the world
Is millions of years old. And Billy surely you ddrbelieve that story
about Noah'’s ark”

Shook Billy Grahams faith, he went away, you cadrg.

In his biography he says “I had to get to the plabere | knew |
didn’t have all the answers. But | made a deci¢iha | would accept
this as Gods inerrant word from cover to cover”

And Billy Graham built his ministry on a belief thiée bible is the
word of God.

What's wrong with that?
We will never have all the answers through sciemideve?

It's very interesting, the bible says it's the glaf God to conceal
things.
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It's the glory of Kings, or if you like, scientist® find them out.

And you know, because of the work of scientistatode’ve got
answers to just about every question that Chamiespleton raised.

You see he wrote this book called ‘Farewell to God’
He tried to carry on with his ministry.

His doctor said to him “Hey you’ve got stress inuydfe. Your
preaching something you don’t believe. Sort it but!

And so he sorted it out in the worst possible way.

He threw out his Christian faith.

Where did it start?

It started by his disbelief in Genesis and it endeavith his writing
this book, ‘Farewell to God’ listing by reasongépect the Christian
faith.

And you know we’ve got very good answers to evergrgific so-
called problem in the faith today.

And it sounds very convincing but remember Prosesdnys , ‘One
side sounds convincing, until we hear the othez sicthe argument!’

And the rest of the argument was supplied for osrad about 1980.
In particular, spectacular proofs — Mount St Helexigloded, and
there was a lot of volcanism, a lot of mud and @unst stuff like that

as well.

And during that time, there were layers laid down.
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And you know the interesting thing, we’ve got exdespghere
of many thousands of layers, and they were laidrdiovwwhat —
thousands of years — NO! In a period, eye withessants, or two or
three hours.

You see, we know now that it’s all to do with pealidensity and
sorting.

The size of the particles.

And whether it's air born or water born particldgese layers are laid
down so fast that you can hardly keep up with it.

You see, the layers in sedimentary rock do noteteé millions of
years at all.

And there you are, another flagship proof for etioluevaporates.
Well he says, what about radiometric dating, sutledy proves it.

Well for a start, you can't test fossils with raghietric dating because
there’s no

radiometric

material

found in

fossils.

Here is the volcanic plug that formed over the aamothere.
And that formed in 1980 at the time of the eruption

So we assembled a team consisting of a PHD sdi¢mtiske samples
of that lava, and sent it off to the radiometrilc ta be tested.

‘How old is this lava?’

The answers came back, that that lava was formed3#0,00 years
to 2.8 million years old.

Actual age of that lava — less than 24 years!
That's quite a bit out isn't it!

And yet that is the basis of radiometric dating.
That is why it is called the ‘Radiometric Dating rGea’
How come, can’t they do tests in the laboratory?

Well, yes they can, they can work out how muchaauditive material
IS there down to the last atom.

But that does not give them a date, all that gikiesn is a ratio.

And then to turn that ratio into a date, they'vetganake some big fat
assumptions — that we don’t have time to go int@ayo

‘Oh’ they say, ‘You cheated, you sent us somethirig a known
date! Send us something of an unknown age and giedl you a very
accurate read out on the date’’
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Well, as the billboard says, ‘Yeah right!

So you see, radiometric dating is no reason t@belin the millions
of years, and we as Christians need to know this.

Because some of us as Christians are just beheeigint ball because
we’ve never looked at these things.

Very important for us.

| said we’d look at fossils, and let's do
that now.

They are real — aren’t they?
Yes they are!

They are on the shelves of museums
right around the world.

There are millions of them.
Well let’s say billions of them!
They are dead things, aren’t they!

And so if | want to talk about fossils, | couldkabout billions of
dead things, buried in rock layers.

Now, how did they get into rock layers, in hardk®c
Well, it had to be squishy mud, like wet cementanc

And it went hard.
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And so, what are fossils if we wanted to define it?

Billions of dead things, buried in rock layersdaown by water, all
over the earth.

Now, is there anything in the scriptures — afteadand Eve that
could account for billions of dead things buriedack layers, laid
down by water, all over the earth?

Do the fossils actually mean millions of years?

Well, | would suggest ‘no’, If you look at this fioa creation point of
view, taking into account what God has told us fiwe that His is
exactly what we would expect to find as a resuthefworld’s
greatest physical catastrophes, Noah'’s global flood

You see, a flood would have bulldozed up the whaldd, what was
the flood for — wasn't it a judgment, didn’t Godydde was going to
wipe out the life of everything that had the breafthife in its nostrils?
What would you end up with?

Billions of dead things buried in the mud and rdcks

Laid down by water!

Hey, snap!

It fits doesn’t it!

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The results were quite encouraging.

At least 80% of new entrants into university hachedelief in God.

However, we went back about one year later andoatslet some
guestion, ‘How many of you believe in God?’

That figure of 80% had dropped down to 15%!
Can you see the implications of that, we are |losivegculture.

Remember, we talked about your children or graridam asking
when the Dinosaurs lived millions of years ago.

As | said the evidence fits the right view likelawg fits on your
hand.

This is important to our faith and the faith of amildren.

Not only that, this is the way to reach out to otbeople as well.

| just want to finish off by talking about one othgsue, Are there any
dinosaurs in the bible?

Surprise, surprise | think actually there are.

We’'re often asked that question.

One of the oldest books in the bible is the boo&atd.

| don’t know if you’'ve ever read Job, you probahbve but you

might not notice when you read through that it's @bthese mentions

of ice, snow, hail and even the sea freezing over.

How come?
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Job’s set in the Middle East, that's a hot plac& i$?

Well you see we believe that the book of Job wattemrabout the
time that the ice age was just receding.

This was after the Tower of Babel of course anthait time when it
was being written the temperatures in the Midd& @a@uld have
been quite different from now.

God comes down and He
talks to Job and He just
shows Job, some of the
awesome things that He as
God has done.

He gets around to talking
about the land animals. He
says “Job have you ever
seen Behemoth?”

Behemoth just means ‘dirty
great big land animal’
basically.

So He said “Have you seen
this, the ribs, the muscles in
his stomach” you get this
picture of Job looking up at
some animal.

And he says “Have you seen his tail, his tailke lihe beam of a
cedar tree. (or for us a macrocarpa tree).
