Greetings! 
 
This year’s CBLE Week will be a time of learning 
and growth for all who are involved at Te Atatu 
Baptist. 
 
You are encouraged and expected to use your 
initiative and volunteer for activities and involvement 
in our church activities and life.  Our congregation 
will view you as potential leaders, and will be 
expecting you to act and respond with the maturity 
and actions that express this.  
 
However, a couple of don’ts. Don’t pretend you are the pastor. Don’t try to convert anyone at any of our 
activities. Don’t keep quiet if you are unsure, just ask, we love you and will help you. Don’t struggle with 
fears or anxieties, come and see us as well, we can help. Don’t limit yourself to your past – it’s time to 
become all God wants for you! 
 
You will be required to attend every day (one day off of your choice) and at the completion of CBLE 
Week, you will need to provide me a log of the activities you attended, and proof that you have spent 40 
hours involved with the church. (Past years have seen some members treating CBLE as a bit of a holiday. 
�  ) 
 
On Sunday 28th  September, you will either be leading and organising the entire church service, or 
involved in leading/helping at Sunday School. You will need to decide before CBLE Week which area 
you be involved for both Sundays.  
 
We will provide lunch during the weekdays.  Please arrange with BCNZ for other meals, or arrange your 
own meals.   
 
I will be at church most days, and will attend the 10am meetings, but will be at meetings and other 
activities throughout the week. 
 
Each morning, one student will lead the rest of the CBLE team in a short Bible devotion.  
 
Please wear your name badges throughout the entire CBLE week, and make sure you follow our protocols 
for safety and ministry. 
 
This is important!  Over the last few years, the CBLE members have not carried out this important 
instruction and has caused difficulties. On the first MONDAY of CBLE, you must phone or contact the 
ministry leaders of the ministries you will be involved in during the week. Don’t do it on Tuesday, but on 
Monday when they have been told to expect contact from you. 
 
Just one final word: Pastoral ministry / church work has been described as a self appointed 
apprenticeship.  I really expect you to use your initiative over this ministry week – to look for 
opportunities to do whatever needs doing around the place, both physical and spiritual. Please don’t come 
to me at the end of the week and say, ‘I was bored’, or ‘There wasn’t enough to do.’  You are responsible 
to be self motivated and self managing. I will look after you, but I am not your baby sitter :-)   After all, 
these things are what pastoral work is really all about.
