Charles Swindoll comments, “News articles may infars. Novels
may inspire us. Poetry may enrapture us. But dréliving, active
Word of God can transform us.”

When those who are ‘playing church,” who are steghletween
Egypt and the Promised Land, truly enter into mespnce and are
confronted with his holiness.

Because let’s be real, some of the most proud, pnoaghable,
prejudiced, overconfident and self righteous pedflave ever met —
have been Christians.

And this tells me - that wall need to come to the place where we will
have our flippant, shallow ‘churchianity’ strippadiay - crying out

that we are indeed ruined
and dirty. -

Such is the value of owinful human pride and righteousnasghe
eyes of a holy God!)

We must come to the place - where we can say withaloubt, ‘| am
a sinner saved by grace!’

This is the power and promise of the Word that edusdam and Eve
to realize their nakedness in the garden.

This is the power and the promise of the Word daatsed Peter to fall
on his knees in acknowledgment of his sin beforasth
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This is the promise of
the Word that caused
Paul to transform
from persecutor of
the Church to the
greatest European
ambassador and
missionary for Christ
that ever lived!

Indeed, on the road to
Damascus, it is the
very Word of God
that knocked Paul
from his high horse



and blinded him with the truth of his heart.

This ‘living and active’ Word reaches to the depphsur existence
and lays bare who we really are before the allrge@iod.

And we see that our righteousness is like filthgsraefore the
splendour of the King.

Our confrontation by the Word brings us in touctivihe truth of
God’s perceptiveness.

God sees us inside-out.

The question is whether we realize it and, by he&€g, join him in
investigating our true spiritual conditions.

We tend to think of great faith in terms of followgi God in the
accomplishing of great deeds in the world or ofroeening great
obstacles.

Yet, true faith must begin with a face-to-face axgrece with God in
his Word, by which we journey to the inner recessgasur own
hearts.

The confrontation by God’s living, piercing Worddaes and must be
a trademark of the true life of faith.

Scripture must be the catalyst that transformsiafodms our
conscience.

Indeed, Scripture must BECOME our conscience, deteng what is
right and what is wrong — because it is only thiotige Scriptures that
we are able to know what is sinful in our liveso(Rans 7:7)

Indeed, it is Scripture that must also hold usaotable to God, our
selves — and others.

He tookmyplace, He toolkour place on the Cross of Calvary so that
you and | could begin oyourneyof loving and following the Father.

That's why the Bible says that salvation, or becagra Christian, is
both an event and a process. (John 3:3, Philig#&lR)

Because Jesus didn't just dog you, Jesus diedsyou.
But you know what, there’s more to the story thaat.t

This is the subtle temptation for those of us whweenbeen following
the Lord for many years, perhaps even decades.

Now, as we draw to a close, | want to leave yotn aipractical tool,
insight and truth to motivate you towards readwoiggying and loving
the Word of God — the Bible.

One of the central themes of the Bible, is that Truth

Truth and Wisdonare twin sisters.

The Bible is full of Truth and Wisdom, indeed atuth and Wisdom
comes from God.

Scripture makes it clear that there is mérath and Wisdom than is
contained within the Bible.

John 21:25 says that if all the good deeds, misaaitel teachings of
Jesus were written down, the amount of books wbllifithe whole
earth!

Proverbs teaches that wisdom stands at the gatke oiftyand shouts
at those who pass her by! (Proverbs 1:20)

What | am saying, is that God’s truth and wisdomrawt just
contained to the Bible, but that the Bible musttoefilter, the
benchmark by which all truth and wisdom is judged.
